THE KH6WO BEACON


The beacon has a digital controller which receives a time signal and controls a TS-50.  The CW is automatically generated, power changed, band changed so you get the callsign and a key down at 100, 10 and 1 Watt to test the path on every band.  Listen on 14.100, 18.110, 21.150, 24930 and 28.200 and in order you’ll find: 4U1UN, VE8AT, W6WX, KH6WO, ZL6B, VK6RBP, JA2IGY, RR9O, VR2B, 4S7B, ZS6DN, 5Z4B, 4X6TU, OH2B,CS3B, LU4AA, OA4B and YV5B.  


You should thank AND DONATE TO the NCDXF, Northern California DX Foundation to help support this world-wide HF beacon system.  They provide and keep the hardware repaired.  Thank Larry LeMone our club’s on site rep near BYU/H. 


If you have any questions about the beacons ask at the meeting.


K1ER (with lots of help from other hams) has been working on antennas and the tower.  I have taken all YAGI off the tower and had a crane lift out the mast. The mast is HY-140, ½ inch wall, 2 inch o.d. and about 30 ft long.  I’m in the process of repairing some rungs and braces on the self supporting motorized tower and replacing all the hoist cables.  I expect to complete all work before any DX I need comes on the air  I have not decided which antennas would be best to ut back up to work the 7 DXCC “ENTITIES” aka Countries I still need.  It might be easier to just go to the countries and work myself!   Actually I am still making the decision to repair or replace my tower. A new motorized tower is as expensive as a new car. More expensive than airfare to the countries I still need.  BUT I’m really being nagged to get the tower back up (discuss with Joan).
