The bottom line appears to be BPL is NOT a financially viable way to bring wide-band internet into homes! And there are several versions of BPL on the market. Some create a LOT of RF QRM in the ham bands and some create none.  A recent QST had an article by Ed Hare the RFI expert at ARRL which I hope everyone read.





The wide-band internet market in Hawaii seems pretty secure over the cable tv lines and rr.com does NOT bother ham radio and does not appear to be bothered by high power either.  I get no TVI or telephone interference with 1500 Watts to a big antenna.  





I guess we need to keep watching HECO but I’m not sure it is a problem. 





The big news for DXers has been the DXCC Rule change and both the addition of a NEW COUNTRY with the admission of Montenegro into the UN after the peaceful split with Serbia, AND, Swains Island.  Now that the DXCC rules make Swains Island a new DXCC country a trip to put KH8SI on the air again should happen. Likely in early August so be ready.

Last month I showed the DVD of the 1997 DXpedition to BS7H Scarborough Reef. The big news this month are the TWO NEW COUNTRIES for the DXCC list.  If you are not a DXer, you can talk about the Field Day which was held last month.  


Since I was at the Christening of the newest Submarine USS HAWAII (SSN776) in Groton, CT followed by a day with ARRL chatting with the staff, confirming that the bands are also dead from W1AW and getting my QSL entered into the DXCC database, followed by a wedding in Annapolis, MD at the Naval Academy Chapel; I was part of the field day operation of the USNA Radio Club W3ADO and the ARINC Radio Club. It was under the radio towers of NSS, Radio Washington.  Formerly a 1 MegaWatt Navy Transmitter site and it is now merely “historic” tall towers.  I guess the Navy has shifted to Satellite communications and turned off most of the high power HF, LF, VLF, ELF CW transmitters.

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 ARLB003 FCC noncommittal on ''Morse code'' proceeding (Repeated from May, no changes heard)��Just when the FCC will act on the ''Morse code'' proceeding, WT Docket 05-235, remains hazy. The Commission released a Notice of Proposed Rule Making and Order (NPRM&O) last July proposing to eliminate the Element 1 (5 WPM) Morse code requirement for all license classes. The Amateur Radio community filed more than 3800 comments on the�proceeding, and additional comments continue to show up, even though the formal comment deadline was last fall. The next—and most-anticipated--step for the Commission is to formally adopt any revisions to its rules and conclude the proceeding with a Report and Order (R&O) that spells out the changes and specifies their effective date.��''There really is no news,'' an FCC Wireless Telecommunications Bureau (WTB) staffer told ARRL this week on background. ''We certainly hope to release WT Docket 05-235 sometime this year, but we're not making any predictions at this time.'' The WTB staffer indicated there would be no ''big announcements'' at the Dayton Hamvention FCC Forum either.�


Beyond eliminating the Morse requirement, the FCC declined in its NPRM&O to go forward with any other suggested changes to Amateur Service licensing rules or operating privileges.�


The proceeding began with 18 petitions for rule making--many just calling for the elimination of the Morse requirement but some asking for more far-reaching changes in the Amateur Service rules. The various petitions attracted a total of some 6200 comments. The FCC subsequently consolidated the petitions--including one from the ARRL�asking the FCC to establish a new entry-level license class and to retain the Morse requirement for Amateur Extra class�applicants--into a single proceeding designated WT 05-235.�
