I don’t have much news since I just returned from trips to Missouri, Illinois and California.  


There was already frost on the ground when I left BUT the price of Regular gas was down to $1.95 and falling.  It dropped nearly 50c while I was there. Someone really needs to look into what we are being charged for gasoline here in Hawaii! 


The HF bands were just as bad in the mid west as here so some things didn’t change. Depending on which projections you believe, I guess (1) there will be no Maunder Minimum and we really are at the start of Cycle 24.  The LOW period between 23 and 24 is in the “normal” range.  Maybe the new cycle will rise quickly and give us a few years of great HF band conditions…or may it won’t.  We’ll just have to wait and work on antennas for a while longer.


People are still preparing for the CQWW DX contest or waiting for their tower and antennas to arrive.  Wish them all luck. 


We are doing a few things for Amateur Radio, like providing the BEACON for Hawaii and a 2 meter repeater. (Both are KH6WO) The Beacon is a TS-50 with a control box which is linked to GPS time and keeps the time exact as well as changing the power 100/10/1 watt.  If you can hear a beacon, the band IS OPEN in that direction. Call CQ.
